Self funding students

Cancellations

Once an invoice has been raised, it must be honored. An invoice will be raised on confirmation of a
provisional place following receipt of application. On full courses paid for in advance, cancellations may be
made up to 30 days after receipt of application form and deposit. A full refund will be made following
application of cancellation fee of £250. No cancellations will be accepted on modular payments once
students have received their books and access study materials. If a student has attended an Intensive
Weekend course during this period they will need to pay the cost of the module. Cancellations after that date
will not be eligible for a refund although student substitutions may be allowed.
